e Maybe affiliations could share funding the cost of renting a facility for a deanery
fundraiser.

e Remember where there’s a will there is always a way.

Think outside the box — fundraisers that worked in the past —add something to entice people
to participate.

e Forinstance, your annual bake sale — put a sticker on the bottom of one of the baked
goods — whoever gets it gets a prize, be creative everyone loves getting something.

e |f you are doing a donut sale, remember not everyone wants a dozen donuts — ask your
donut provider for boxes of 2 or 3 donuts also, you could go to a local restaurant supply
house and buy small styrofoam to go containers and one donut would fit in it nicely.
Now wouldn’t you like to get just a donut!!

e Remember the children, lollipops are great enticing giveaways for them. This can be
added to any fundraiser you’re having.
