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Program Suggestions for the Service Commission
1. PROMOTE NCCW – Celebrate Council Sunday.  Have a reception after Mass, invite guests from other parishes, diocesan organizations or honor a member for her outstanding service to Council.  Send pictures with story to NCCW and area papers.
2. FEED THE HUNGRY – Research your local communities for Catholic Charities, Churches, Food Pantries, Soup Kitchens and other organizations that feed the hungry.  Grow extra garden produce and donate to the organizations that provide meals for the less fortunate.
3. VISIT THE VETERANS, ELDERLY AND SHUT-INS – Get involved with the NCCW Respite Program, take small gifts to the residents in the nursing homes and shut-ins, send cards, and pray for them.
4. IDENTITY THEFT – Ask your local police or State Attorney’s Office to do a program on identity theft.  Ask for specific information on what to do if you lose your wallet, personal organizer, cell phone, keys, PDA or Laptop since each needs to be treated differently.
5. HOME SAFETY – Before winter starts, ask your local fire department how to make your homes safe from fire and accidents.  Put together a home safety checklist.
6. SPONSOR A FALL CLEAN UP – You can serve homeowners who are unable to do it themselves, your parish, or a local park – and you can get more new people involved.
7. TROOPS SUPPORT – Collect personal items for troops and then have a fundraiser of some kind to raise money for shipping.  Don’t just do this for Christmas!
8. NCCW INDIVIDUAL MEMBER – Become an Individual Member of NCCW, by doing so, you will receive the quarterly Catholic Woman magazine, the monthly NCCW connect, as well as receiving the current news, legislative alerts and information from your NCCW National Office.
9. EDUCATE REGARDING HUMAN TRAFFICKING – Contact your County Sherriff’s Department to find out what their Human Trafficking Task Force is doing and how you can become involved.  Contact Samaritan Village to find out what their needs are.
10. DOMESTIC VIOLENCE – Support programs on Women’s Concerns such as domestic violence – NCCW pamphlet “Women Healing the Wounds”.
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
